*Yellow Card/Red Card

Individuals, clubs and organisations who do not follow the Charter and are found in breach
of the principles will be issued with a “Yellow Card” as a first warning.

Further breaches or persistent behaviour could result in a “Red Card” which would
mean the withdraw! of the use of the facility. This would be followed up by a report to
the appropriate governing body and the police and may lead to prosecution.

The SCORE Panel

The SCORE panel will be made up from 3 of the representatives of the Oldham Com-
munity Leisure Board of directors who are drawn from various sectors of the commu-
nity. The Board would meet when any reports are made. Each individual or club would
have the right to appeal on any decisions made.

The Appeals Panel

This panel will be made up of a representative from OMBC, a representative from an
appropriate Equalities Body and a representative of OCLL (who was not a part of the
original panel). Decisions made at the appeal will be final.

Monitoring the SCORE Process

Oldham Community Leisure Ltd Head of Quality and Performance will be responsible
for monitoring the process.

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Sports Charter On Race, Religion

Breaking down barriers to being
involved in sport and recreation by
tackling racial and religious abuse



The OCLL Sports Charter on Racial and Religious Equality (SCORE) initiative has
been developed to support the growing impetus for quality sport and recreational
opportunities that are free from racial and religious abuse or any discrimination which
create barriers preventing people from taking part in sport in Oldham.

The SCORE initiative will enhance other schemes such as the FA's and the ‘Kick it
Out’ campaign which seeks to address issues around racial abuse and participation in
football.

The SCORE initiative

All leagues, clubs and individuals renting council owned pitches, venues and facilities of
OCLL must sign up to the SCORE Charter when making a booking.

The Score Charter

¢ \We will not tolerate discrimination, racism and intimidation on any basis. This charter
includes ability, gender and age issues.

¢ \We are committed to the elevation of equality in all aspects of sport and we will take
positive action to meet the sporting needs and aspirations of the whole community.

e \We are committed to and we will promote and encourage wider participation by the
ethnic minority communities as participants, coaches, officials and spectators in
sport.

* \We believe that everyone should be able to enjoy their sport in an environment free
from intimidation, harassment and abuse.

¢ We believe that all sportsmen and women should oppose racism and religious bias
to promote equality of opportunity.

e Preference will be given to clubs with Charter Mark status.

e Clubs or players who are found to have been engaging in racist or religious abuse
or harassment on facilities will be reported to their governing body of Sport and may
face appropriate action by OCLL which could include the withdraw! of facilities.

e Follows the Home Office guidance April 2000 “National Code of Practice for
Reporting Racial incidents.

Our Standards and Controls

e All clubs will have to submit to Criminal Record Bureau Checks
e All Data will be held in accordance with the Data Protection Act 1998.
e All incidents will be monitored in line with the Oldham Equality Partnership model.

e All club coaches must be qualified by the appropriate governing body.

Making the Charter Work

and if found in breach of the principles of SCORE, be issued with a warning. Further
breaches will result in with draw! of the use of the facility and a report to the appropri-
ate governing body of sport.
